Minister of Women’s Affairs Mona Al-Khalili praised the UN
report that documented the Israeli occupation’s use of sexual
violence as a weapon of war against Palestinians. She
emphasized that the report serves as an important legal
reference in exposing the systematic violations since October
2023, calling on the international community to hold the
perpetrators of these crimes accountable.
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
